WILLIAMSVILLE, N.Y. – McGuire Development Company, a local commercial development, brokerage and property management firm, is pleased to have begun dismantlement of a late 1800s historic farm house barn located at 6325 Main Street in Williamsville, just east of Erie Community College. McGuire Development Company officially closed on the property in April and has been working with preservationists and the Town of Amherst board for more than a year to preserve the structure. 

Removal of the barn will be completed by Empire Building Diagnostics, Inc. Prior to applying for the permit, McGuire Development Company worked with the Historic American Buildings Survey, HABS, and HHL Architects to create a complete pictorial and physical documentation of the structure. The barn will be dismantled in sections with each individual piece numbered. It will then be donated to the Amherst Museum, which currently does not have a barn on its campus. The museum has plans to reconstruct it and fill it with a number of farm implements from the time period.
McGuire Development Company purchased the 1.5 acre property with the intention of developing a one-stop medically focused facility in the heart of Williamsville. McGuire’s portfolio includes numerous other medical destinations including the Brain and Spine Center in Amherst, Omni Pain & Wellness Center in Hamburg, Wehrle Professional Center in Williamsville (home to Williamsville Pediatric Center), 1800 Maple Road at Ayer Road in Amherst (home to Pediatric & Adolescent Urgent Care), and Derby Professional Park in Derby.

Plans for the site include a 15,000-square-foot build-to-suit opportunity. The property is located next door to Windsong Medical Park, home to the region’s largest medical imaging center, as well as cancer treatment centers Century Medical Associates, PC and CCS Oncology. Tenant opportunities for full to partial ownership exist. It is centrally located and within close proximity to major thoroughfares and local amenities such as the Buffalo Niagara International Airport,  Country Club of Buffalo, The Walker Center and the Transit Road shopping district.
